· Continued action on our fundraisers  
· Natures Fair update – Wendy sending poster for fundraiser. Request made that the school sent out the poster once a month to parents. Next batch of receipts will be for September through December. 
· Autumn Photo Fundraiser 
· With Love Photography – Final number was 40 families which will result in $1,600 to the PAC. 
· Ethel will connect with Nancy to follow up for deposit of the funds. 
· 5% COBS Bread year round fundraiser update – school sorting and pick up was the only option for the winter holiday offer so determined that the PAC will not proceed.
