Administration report: Scott Siebens Report
· New Semester has begun.  
· Previous semesters report cards are online through myEd.
· If students need myEd logins or parents need to reset or anything else, they can contact our front office. Probably Kim Potter or Jamie Rumper are two my ed ladies, and they'll be able to help.
· Dance recital on Jan 16. 
· Maria Grant, who's our main dance teacher, invited the OKM kids to be involved as well. So, they had their little section. We had our little section.
· Indigenous Art Presentation
· Jim Elwood, in our art department, hosted the indigenous art presentation. Students who have been in the indigenous visual arts classes showed some of their stuff, and we also had a few students talk about why the course made such a difference in their lives, which was great to hear as well.
· 2nd Annual Joe Kohler Classic Basketball tournament 
· Representatives from both fire departments do an honor guard to open the tournament up.
· Great turn out.  Teams from as far from the Yukon attended.

· Essentially, it's an intermixing game where kids will have a clothespin and they will have a name of another student who's in the game. And sometimes they won't know who the student is. · March 7 Early dismissal – 11:50 – Parent Teacher Interview
· This school, customarily in the last few years, have not had parent teacher interviews in semester two.  The reason for that is we get very few parents out.
· Next week staff will start communicated with Parents early. Goal is to communicate with ALL the parents.  Especially with students that are struggling.
· The onus is going to be on the teachers to connect with all the parents to make sure they understand where their kids are.
· March 7th is reserved during the day to connect with parents.  If parents are unable to make that time other times will be made available for parent teacher meetings.
· School Calendar – for 2024/205 has been approved by the calendar committee.  COPAC is also on that committee.
· Attendance and Lates – surveyed staff on how lates affect their classes.
· Staff want to try bells again.  This will take effect as early as after spring break
· Kids are constantly late disrupting class and wandering the halls.
· Staff have been asked to highlight different students who are hall wanderers, who are having some behavioral issues, who definitely seem to be the high flyers in the school for a whole variety of reasons. Scott Siebens is to meet with every single one of those students and try to really coach them into being in school and being more engaged in their whole learning.
· Chrystal – asked about free block – Stated a previous student report card showed it didn’t use free block like it was intended.  Scott S replied - No, he doesn't have to. If he has a spare and he doesn't have work to do, he can sign out or he can come later if the class is in the morning.

Cell phone free schools.

· How do we engage with community.  What do we want to do?  
· Difficult to engage with clubs and groups as they have their own fundraising teams.
· Chantelle wants to understand what we need to fundraise for?  As groups do their own fundraising.  We don’t have any money left to give people or help them.
· Lake Country had an event for 90s night.  Using a Hub and spoke model to raise funds towards multiple projects.
· Chantelle suggested that if the Grad and Sports teams have a good fundraising machine, I do not want to be putting our resources toward that.  As they have a lot of people, and we only have five.
· Dan – reflecting on the conversation.  In past PAC was not able to get parent volunteers because they're only interested in working with their groups that they have invested interest in. The only way for that to work would be to engage with those groups to get more parents to help with fundraising for those initiatives.
