Appendix A – Administration Report 

1. We have had an 'unsettled' year in the office, with lots of our admin and secretarial team off for a variety of sicknesses etc. As mentioned at our last PAC meeting, Scott Brown, one of our Vice Principals, is in the process of having his evaluation done. It started last year, but we had no parent responses in the survey from last June. We would like to have some parents respond to a survey that will be sent out in January. Right now, we are missing a MyEd secretary, and Ms. O'Brien is away on a leave, as is VP Ms. Owens. Mr. Miller, assisting with VP duties, (and before him, former MBSS VP, Ms. Weninger,) and Ms. Potter, assisting with clerical duties, have been in to work in the office during the last few weeks or so. Both Ms. O'Brien & Ms. Owens are expected back in January, and Ms. Sekhon will join us as our new MyEd clerical person in January, as well.

2. We are presently working with Westbank First Nation on a Local Education Agreement for our School District. We are looking to continue to improve communication and develop a success plan for all of our vulnerable learners.

3. Our Leadership classes continue to host lots of events and plan activities to build school spirit for our school community. During December, they are organizing and running the 12 Days of Christmas, with events every lunch hour. (Staff vs Student events (trivia, sports etc.), Spirit Wear, Gingerbread house building, movies, 'Just Dance' competition, Bingo, 'Gladiator' games, Winter Market, Photos with Santa, Pancake Breakfast etc.)

4. Recently, some of our Grads, (the ones with an English 12 this semester), completed their Capstone Presentations on Wednesday Dec.7th. As part of the celebration, we hosted the Winter Formal dance that evening. As well, we have hosted another Grad Assembly as we start to prepare for Graduation 2022, and get the word out about grad events.

5. Athletics and Extra-Curricular – 
6. Our Band program will play a JAZZ Night at GMS On Wednesday night, starting at 6:00pm, and will keep preparing for Festivals etc. in the New Year.
7. Presently, we have Basketball teams playing at all levels in tournament and league play, and our grade 9 Boys hosted their first tournament this past weekend. 
8. Our Sr. Boys will host their annual Alumni Tournament this Friday & Saturday, and will host the first Westside Classic Tournament on January 12-14. This is the first time we are hosting a Sr. Tournament in quite a few years. We are hoping to grow the tournament every year, and are looking for sponsorship.
9. Also, scorekeepers are needed for Basketball – we pay students to scorekeep!
10. Our Football team made the BC play-offs, and our Sr. Girls Volleyball team won the City Championships and then came second in the province for the first time. It was a MBSS & OKM Provincial Final – the first time ever, in any sport, that two Central Okanagan teams met in the Provincial Final. 

11. Mount Boucherie hosted Cyber Expert Paul Davis who spoke to parents about some of the dangers of Social Media and the Internet for students and their families. We wish every parent and student could listen to his presentation.
