Appendix A – 

1. We are currently in the process of looking over students course verification forms and are making final timetable course selections. We are hoping to have our 'courses' selected for next year by the end of the week.
2. Next year, we will be offering more English First Peoples courses at the grade 10,11, and 12 level next year. This will assist all of our students in making sure that they have met the graduation requirement for completing Indigenous Focused course.
3. The Ministry of Education has not made a decision in determining whether Indigenous Art Studio 12 will be allowed as grad requirement as an Indigenous focused course. This course has been at Mount Boucherie for the last 18 years, and was originally 'vetted' through the Westbank First Nation and the Indigenous Education Council. The WFN Chief and Council have written a letter of support for this course to be considered as an Indigenous focused grad requirement.

4. Our Leadership classes are having some Spirit activities this week, and then will be planning some bigger activities after Spring Break. We are looking at having a Mental Health Day on May 30th, with some major activities. We are in the process of booking a motivational speaker for June, as well, if the calendar can be coordinated.
5. The Ministry of Education's Literacy & Numeracy Assessments are being scheduled to be written in April (for classes), and then in June for students still needing to write them. The Ministry's Student Satisfaction Survey will also be given to students in the coming weeks.
6. Athletics and Extra-Curricular – 
Sports seasons for Boys' & Girls' Rugby, Girls' Soccer, Ultimate Frisbee (Co-Ed sport), Golf, and Track & Field will start after Spring Break.
Band students will be travelling to Whistler and to Edmonton for festivals and a tour after Spring Break.
Our Drama program is currently rehearsing the play "Failure: A Love Story", which they will perform May 3rd-5th. 
7. The second Indigenous RCMP camp will be held at Mt. Boucherie from May 26-29, 2023. 
-Run by some members of our local RCMP detachment, the camp, though targeted for students with Indigenous Ancestry, is open for all students. Students can get 4 Work Experience credits for participating.
